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Siliguri Training:

Many of the 60 attendees
were tea garden pastors or
workers, from Hindu,

i Buddhist or other
backgrounds. Some pastors had at least six months of Bible school
preparation. Some pastors had advanced degrees.

Most of the 20 women remarked this was the first time they had the
opportunity to have any kind of biblical education. Only about 1% of the
churches of India provide ANY kind of training for women.

The days were packed with teaching, prayer, small group discussions and
interaction over meals. So
many stories of suffering or
persecution turned into
transformed lives committed to
| serving God and man.
